Background

Rising life expectancy and ageing population are current phenomen&tirapean society is facirgd these are
challenges for the European healthcare systems. To face them, seviegalth solutions are already designed

and deployed to optimize resources of the healthcare system. However, most of them are not being intptmen
Some of the reasong@the lack of digital skills and innovation readiness in staff, and existing barriers to changing
organizational practices.

Objectives

The DISH project (6010&PP1-20181-DKEPPKASSA) will develop 3 concepts: 1) Learningvation Units

(LIV), wherdnealthcare staff, SMEs and educational institutions work together for improving-tieakh solutions
development and implementation; 2) On the job training (OTJT), where healthcare staff will be trainledathe

and digitalcompetences; 3) AssessméeatAcknowledge (AA), where competences/skills accomplished by health
care staff will be recognized. These concepts will be tested in 6 EU countries to improve the digitalization of health
care staff in order to help them in the @®f ehealth solutions akady developed.

Results

The development of the 3 concepts lay on a needs analysis on present and future competences required to support
the implementation of ehealth solutions in Denmark, Norway, UK, Germany, Spain and Pélaogdeach country

will test the 3 concepts and train 100 health care staff in the use ofswigion/innovation already developed

but not being fully implemented. An evaluation of the achieved skills/competences by the staff will be also
conducted.

Cmclusions

Healthcare pragssionals and SMEs show willingness and motivation in contributing to the digitalization but there
is a clear lack of digital skills/competences (although this is not homogenous from country to country). The project
looks for pronoting close collaboratiorbetween the interested parties to work together in overcoming the
mentioned deficiency.

Main messages

The concepts will facilitate a framework of training for healthcare professionals in the use of digital solutions and
it will be promoted an actual use of several innovations available in the market.

Dort seien digitale
Angebote nicht geregelter Bestandteil. ,Das wollen wir mit diesem Projekt andern”,
so Bauer.

Das Projekt unter dem Kiirzel DISH (Digital & Innovation Skills Helix in Health) wird
in Ddnemark, Norwegen, Spanien, GroBbritannien, Polen und Deutschland in 19
beteiligten Einrichtungen umgesetzt und mit einer Million Euro aus dem Erasmus-
Programm gefordert. Bis Ende 2021 sollen in den mindestens 100 Fachkrafte
geschult werden. Daran anknupfend soll ein Modell fiir die Vermittlung digitaler
Kompetenzen in der Aus- und Weiterbildung erarbeitet werden.

In der Gesundheitswirtschaft hat die Digitalisierung fiir Bauer schon wegen des
zunehmenden Fachkraftemangels einen hohen Stellenwert. In Mecklenburg-
Vorpommern musse sich die Gesundheitsbranche auf das Thema einstellen, ,um
auch kinftig eine fihrende Rolle in diesem Bereich einnehmen zu kdnnen®.

Im Nordosten arbeitet jeder funfte Beschaftigte - rund 150.000 Menschen - in der
Gesundheitswirtschaft. Jeder siebte Euro an Bruttowertschopfung entsteht in der
Branche - dies entspricht rund 5,5 Milliarden Euro. Das Netzwerk BioCon Valley ist
